Wear slacks/pants and long-sleeve

No jeans

Jacket optional; tie optional

Skirt length (if wearing one) should be

Wear dressy slacks/pants and long-
sleeve shirts; solid colors or tasteful
stripes preferred - no “loud” prints
Jacket optional; tie optional (but make
an effort to look dressy)

No short sleeves

Wear dress shoes

Evening Concerts/

Skirt length (if wearing one) should be
just above the knee or longer

Nothing strapless; no bare midriffs
No heels higher than 2 %2 inches
Closed-toe shoes preferred

No flip-flops
